Office of the Bishop:
Due to the COVID_19 pandemic and the restrictions faced by our churches, several Special Collections have been affected:
The Special Collections for Development and Peace. Collection for the Holy Land and Collection for Pope’s Pastoral Works are now rescheduled for the fall.
Here are the new dates for these collections:
September 13. Exaltation of the Holy Cross: Collection for the Holy Land (deferred from Good Friday). This special collection is traditionally reserved to help support Christian holy places and pilgrimage facilities in the Holy Land and the needs of the poor and vulnerable.
October 4 Memorial of St. Francis of Assisi: Pope’s Pastoral Works (deferred from the sixth Sunday of Easter). This special collection is in support of the Holy Father’s apostolic ministry to the Universal Church. This special collection is traditionally reserved to help support Christian holy place and pilgrimage facilities.










When we hear what the king did to this heartless servant we heartily approve and say: "It served him right, he got what he richly deserved."

Yet it happens, and it may be that there are some among us here today who continue to have enmity in their hearts against neighbors who offended them. In their hard-heartedness they cannot get themselves to forgive and forget. Are these not following in the footsteps of the merciless servant? Will they not receive the punishment of the merciless servant — a punishment richly deserved? This will be the fate of all unforgiving Christians; they will meet an unforgiving God when they are called to settle their accounts.

That day has not yet come for us. We still have time to put our affairs in order. We still can forgive all our enemies from our heart. If we do not, we are cutting ourselves off from the possibility of having our own sins and offenses forgiven by God. We have the solemn word of our divine Lord for this in the lesson he draws from the parable "So also my heavenly Father will do to every one of you (that is, deliver us up to eternal slavery) if you do not forgive your brother from your heart."

Twenty-Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
The first reading is taken from the Book of Sirach 27:30, 28:7. In the verses read today, Sirach tells us that we must forgive our neighbor if we want God to forgive us our own sins. We must be merciful if we hope to obtain mercy from God. We must not seek revenge on a neighbor lest God should take vengeance on us. If we remember our end in life we will keep God's commandments and we will not be angry with a neighbor who offends us.
The second reading is from the St. Paul to the Romans 14:7-9. In these three verses St. Paul emphasizes the fact that through our baptism we have been made members of Christ's mystical body, we have become brothers of Christ, intimately united with him in his death and resurrection. Whether living or dead we belong to Christ. It was for this purpose, to unite all men closely to himself not only in this life but especially in the next, that Christ became man and "dwelt among us."
The Gospel is from St. Matthew 18:21-35. On reading or hearing this story of the merciless servant, each one of us would rightly judge him a mean, low type of man, a heartless man, who puts himself outside the pale of mercy. He throttled his fellow-servant for a paltry debt of ten dollars, and would not listen to the poor man's plea for mercy. Corvid19 Protocols for Mass
1. Entering the Church
a. Starting Saturday Aug 1st, masks will be mandatory
b. Only the side door will be open for entering the Church
c. You should have a piece of paper with your name, phone number and email; this will be dropped in a basket as you enter. This information is to be kept for 30 days in the event that we need to do contact tracing. This is to be done at every mass you attend. If you forgot to bring the paper, one will be provided as you enter.
d. Use the hand sanitizer that is provided, or bring you own, but use as soon as you enter the church
e. Follow the marks, on the floor, to your seat, please keep 2m (6ft) apart for physical distancing
f. You are to remain in your seat until communion
2. Communion
a. The first rows to go to communion will start from the front of the church to the back, starting on the window aisle 
b. Remain in your seat until the usher has indicated that your row can start going to communion
c. Keep 2m (6ft) apart while walking to communion
d. Only one line will form down the middle aisle
e. Once it is your turn to receive communion, stretch out your hands towards the Priest to receive Communion
f. If using a mask, remove the mask using the straps and without touching the front of the mask, while the person ahead of you is receiving Holy Communion
g. Walk back to your seat following the 2m (6ft) distance
3. Leaving the Church
a. Both the side and back door will be open to leave the church
b. The people who wish to leave  by the back door, will follow the following procedure
i. The last rows of seats in the church will leave first, once they have left then the next row will leave, the usher will be there to guide you on distancing. 
ii. Please remain 2m (6ft) apart
iii. Use the hand sanitizer on the way out
iv. Leave the church without spending social time with the priest and fellow parishioners at the door
c. The people who which to leave by the side door, will follow the following procedure
i. The front rows will leave first, once they have left then the next row can leave, the usher will be there to guide you on distancing
ii. Please remain 2m (6ft) apart
iii. Use the hand sanitizer on the way out
4. Collections:
a. There will be no collection during mass, please deposit your envelope or donation at the basket provide, on your way out of the church. A basket will be provided at both doors
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
