"The children must learn to see in their 

father the foster-father St. Joseph, and 

the Blessed Mother as the perfect 

model for their own mother. The 

lesson to be learned is both practical 

and theoretical, in that the children 

must learn how to obey and to love 

their parents in thought, word and 

action, just as Christ was obedient to 

Mary and Joseph. Helping mother in 

the kitchen and in the house work, and 

helping father in his odd jobs about the 

home thus take on a new significance 

by being performed in a Christ-like 

spirit."

The general breakdown of the 

family, however, at the end of the 

past century and at the beginning 

of our own, prompted the popes, 

especially the far-sighted Leo XIII, 

to promote the observance of this 

feast with the hope that it might 

instill into Christian families 

something of the faithful love and 

the devoted attachment that 

characterize the family of 

Nazareth. The primary purpose of 

the Church in instituting and 

promoting this feast is to present 

the Holy Family as the model and 

exemplar of all Christian families.

My dear Clergy and My dear People, 

 

In providing a COVID -19 update today, Premier Tim Houston and Dr. Robert Strang, Chief Medical Officer of 

Health announced that the province will require further restrictive measures effective tomorrow, December 22, 

2021.  

 

We will need to continue wearing masks and maintain physical distancing and now faith gatherings indoor and 

outdoor are limited to 25 % capacity to a maximum of 50 people.  No choirs or congregational singing will be 

permitted but there can be one person singing.    

 

Wedding and funeral Masses may be celebrated following the same protocols of 25 % capacity to a maximum 

of 50 people but there can be no receptions.
